Commissioner Metz moved to approve the medical voucher in the amount of $1,144.89 for newhire physicals and one prescription.  Chief Ganz seconded; motion carried by unanimous vote.  

There being no further business, the Board for Volunteer Firefighters’ meeting adjourned at 7:19 p.m.

Commissioner Lich moved to approve the agenda as amended.  Commissioner Metz seconded; motion carried by unanimous vote.
Commissioner Metz moved to approve the June 14, 2010, meeting minutes as presented.  Commissioner Hamel seconded; motion carried by unanimous vote.

FINANCIAL -
Chief Ganz presented the District’s financial information for June 28, 2010. There was one expense fund voucher for $30,731.48 and one bond fund voucher for $26,949.00 for a grand total of $57,680.48.
With no revisions, Commissioner Hamel moved to approve the Island County Fire District #1 blanket vouchers for expenses and bond as presented in the amount of $57,680.48,  Commissioner Metz seconded; motion carried by unanimous vote. “As of this 28th day of June, 2010, the Board by unanimous vote does approve for payment those vouchers included in the Island County Fire District #1 blanket vouchers and further describes as follows:  Voucher numbers 10-2217 through 10-2267 dated June 28, 2010, in the amount of $57,680.48.

Construction Update - Presented by Project Manager Vicky Cargile

Terry’s Corner Station – Architect’s Contract – Discussion held regarding Design Northwest Architects, Inc’s. design contract for Terry’s Corner Fire Station.  Three layout options were viewed.  It was the
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consensus of the Board to retain 4 bays at the station.  Project Manager Cargile asked the Board to award the design contract to Design Northwest Architects, Inc.
Commissioner Lich moved to approve Chief Ganz to sign the contract with Designs Northwest Architects, Inc. for the design of Terry’s Corner Fire Station.  Commissioner Metz seconded; motion carried by unanimous vote.

Country Club Station – Project Manager Cargile presented Change Order #20R for $35,590.00.
Commissioner Metz moved to approve Change Order #20R for $35,590.00.  Commissioner Hamel seconded; motion carried by unanimous vote.

Vista/Madrona Station –Project Manager Cargile presented Change Orders #10 for $15,203.00, #11 for $2,823.00, #12 for a credit of $164,119.00 and #13 for a credit of $3,350.00.

Commissioner Timmerman moved to approve Change Orders #10 for $15,203.00, #11 for $2,823.00, #12 for a credit of $164,119.00 and #13 for a credit of $3,350.00 for the Vista/Madrona Fire Station.  Commissioner Metz seconded; motion carried by unanimous vote.

It was decided to change the dedication date to September 11, 2010, and to add the contractor’s name to the dedication plaque.
Camano City and Mabana Stations – Exhaust systems to be installed shortly.
Old Madrona Station & Schoolhouse – Chief Ganz working on some appraisals.

Question of meeting Bond spending deadlines and Chief Ganz stated we are right on target.

SCIS Liability Insurance – Covered – Need further clarification if the SCIS Board members are covered as a Board.  If not, can they attach as a rider to the District’s and they would pay.  Secretary Tiner will check with the Finance Manager.
Draft Resolution 2010-12 – EMS Transport Charges and Collection Policy – Secretary Tiner presented a new resolution that would encompass Resolutions 2006-07 & 2010-07.  Chief Ganz wishes to make some minor changes.

Bids to replace damaged pavement at Mabana Station – Chief Helgeland presented a concern by Battalion Chief Waite of damaged pavement at the Mabana Station.  Chief Helgeland presented three estimates to repair the hole and also to extend the pavement because of run-off concerns.  It was the consensus of the Board to repair the hole for now and review the extension piece after the Terry’s Corner project is finished.
Lt. Tedrow will leave the Stanwood Fire Station and return to duty on Camano Island on August 28, 2010.
