REGULAR COMMISSIONER’S MEETING

July 12, 2010 
Chairman Murray called the regular Commissioner’s meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  Those in attendance were: Loren Murray, Mike Hamel, Stephen Lich, Pat Metz, Don Timmerman, Mike Ganz, Darin Reid, Craig Helgeland, Vicky Cargile and Darla Tiner.  There were a couple of guests.
Deputy Chief Reid led the flag salute.

Commissioner Hamel moved to approve the agenda as amended.  Commissioner Metz seconded; motion carried by unanimous vote.
Commissioner Lich moved to approve the June 28, 2010, meeting minutes as presented.  Commissioner Hamel seconded; motion carried by unanimous vote.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
Safety – Commissioner Lich gave a report.

WFCA – Commissioner Lich gave a report.  Healthcare Workshop on 9/21/2010.  Legislative Workshop on 2/2/2011.

FINANCIAL -
Chief Ganz presented the District’s financial information for July 12, 2010. There was one expense fund voucher for $152,275.10, one Car Quest voucher for $919.14, one EFPTS payroll voucher for $19,511.09 and another one for $198,541.30, one paper check voucher for $17,777.09, one EFPTS DRS voucher for $39,363.59, one EFPTS payroll taxes voucher for $3,990.66, another one for $4,077.03 and another one for $41,067.14 for a grand total of $477,522.14.
Commissioner Metz moved to approve the Car Quest voucher #10-2430 in the amount of $919.14.  Commissioner Lich seconded; motion carried by unanimous vote.

Commissioner Hamel recused himself from voting.

With no revisions, Commissioner Hamel moved to approve the Island County Fire District #1 blanket vouchers for expenses, payroll and payroll taxes as presented in the amount of $477,522.14,  Commissioner Metz seconded; motion carried by unanimous vote. “As of this 12th day of July, 2010, the Board by unanimous vote does approve for payment those vouchers included in the Island County Fire District #1 blanket vouchers and further describes as follows:  Voucher numbers 10-2268 through 10-2430 dated July 12, 2010, in the amount of $477,522.14.  Commissioner Hamel recused himself from signing voucher 10-2430.
Three Bond Fund Vouchers were also presented for approval; one for $3,484.00, one for $165.00 and one for $4,500.00.

Commissioner Lich moved to approve Bond Fund Voucher #10-2431 for $3,484.00, Bond Fund Voucher #10-2432 for $165.00 and Bond Fund Voucher #10-2433 for $4,500.00.  Commissioner Timmerman seconded; motion carried by unanimous vote.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS 
Chief Ganz reported that we saved 2,000 hours of overtime in 2009 and that, year-to-date for 2010, we have already saved 1,800 hours.
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Budget Workshop to be held August 30, 2010.  Each dept. to bring their budget for 2011 with a 5% and 10% reduction model.

Construction Update - Presented by Project Manager Vicky Cargile

Mabana Station – Project Manager Cargile stated the Tank Project is complete and asked the Board to accept the contractor’s finalization of project.
Commissioner Hamel moved to accept the contractor’s finalization of the Mabana Tank Project.  Commissioner Metz seconded; motion carried by unanimous vote.
Country Club Station – Update given.

Vista Station – Neighbor’s concern regarding noise reduction, requested ten additional perimeter trees be added.  The Board agreed.  Final decision on dedication plaque – center contractor’s name and add his Bellevue location; and do not change “Camano Island Fire District #1.”
Terry’s Corner Station – Three new designs were presented, with a fourth that was a compilation of the three.  Concern of having server room upstairs due to heat, but it will be air-conditioned.  It was the consensus of the Board to go with the compilation design, with the modification of making the North door entrance flush to the wall.  Project Manager Cargile will check with the crews regarding the door.  It was also decided to leave the extractor in the shop.  Question of putting bedrooms upstairs, but that would put us over-budget.
Chief Ganz is working on several appraisals for District properties.  He has received some bids.
Resolution 2010-12 – EMS Transport Charges and Collection Policy – Secretary Tiner presented a new resolution that would encompass Resolutions 2006-07 & 2010-07 and changes voted on at the last meeting. 

Commissioner Timmerman moved to approve Resolution 2010-12 – EMS Transport Charges and Collection Policy.  Commissioner Hamel seconded; motion carried by unanimous vote.

Bid Selection for PPE (Turnout Gear) – Chief Helgeland presented the three bids received and recommended the Board chose L.N. Curtis & Sons as they were the lowest bidder for PPE and they met the intent of the specifications.

Commissioner Hamel moved to accept L.N. Curtis & Sons as the lowest bidder for PPE.  Commissioner Lich seconded; motion carried by unanimous vote.

Chief Ganz gave an update on the Wild Land training.  Several firefighters have been trained, paid and volunteer.  They have requested T1-5 when mobilized and will place another tender in its place.  They will need to speak with the Mabana community regarding this.  State deployment is reimbursed.  Out-of-state calls will be handled on a case by case basis.
Chief Ganz gave an update on contract negotiations.  A healthcare presentation was held with three presenters to discuss options.  Also had Interest-Based Bargaining training for the District and the Union.  The Board agreed to try this approach.

Chief Ganz gave an update on the Stanwood City Contract for Services.  They have presented three levels of service options for fire/ems services.  Option decision to be based on passage of two City levies in November.

NEW BUSINESS 

Agreement Amendment with Island County for Emergency Management Support – It was the consensus of the Board to sign the agreement amendment.
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Microwave Link Change – Assistant Chief Helgeland explained the process of connectivity between Island, Skagit and Snohomish Counties.

Next Commissioner Meeting is July 26, 2010, at the Mabana Fire Station. 
Deputy Chief Reid gave an update of his deployment to Hurricane Alex in Texas.  He learned several things that can be applied here, including the establishment of a Medical Shelter.  Public joined in this discussion.
Sno-Isle Fire Commissioners Meeting is July 15, 2010 at Lake Rossinger.
Chief Ganz reported that July 4th was a very busy day with several fires and that we had a great showing by our Volunteer staff.  They staffed all stations.
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 10:01 p.m.
